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Abstract Submission Preparation Manual
Before you submit your abstract online, please work through this manual to make sure you have all information ready!

1. General Information
Abstract submission for MSToronto2026 is open from March 24, 2026, until May 07, 2026. 
The submission is free of charge and must be completed online only via the Abstract Submission platform.
Abstract Submission Deadline: Thursday, May 07, 2026, 23:59 EDT


2. Notifications:
Each abstract will be reviewed and rated by external blinded experts and final selection will be made by the Scientific Program Committee. Notification of acceptance or rejection of submitted abstracts and final presentation type will only be sent to the presenting author via email by late July 2026. The presenting author will have to inform his co-authors of the decision. 
Full instructions concerning preparation and presentation will be sent to the presenting author in the notification letter and closer to the congress.


3. Publication:
Publication Embargo: MSToronto2026 has an embargo policy on all abstracts submitted to the conference. The embargo for the regular submitted abstracts will be lifted on October 7, 2026. The embargo for the Late Breaking abstracts will be lifted on October 21, 2026.
All accepted abstracts will be published in Multiple Sclerosis Journal (online supplement) and featured on the MSToronto2026 website, mobile app, and digital platform.

· Submission of an abstract acknowledges your acceptance for the abstract to be published in the official conference publications.
· The submitting author is required to ensure that all co-authors are aware of the content of the abstract and agree to its submission, before submitting the abstract.
· Abstracts that have been previously presented at another international meeting cannot be submitted.
